Speaking and Listening

Personal Information 

The following questions are examples that can be used to provide a starting point for a conversation.  These may be developed further as appropriate.  

What is your name?

How old are you?

Do you have any sisters/brothers?

How old are they?

What does your Mum/Dad do?

Who are the other members in your family living with you/near you?

Have you got any family in -------------country?  Tell me something about them.

If pupil is able to answer questions from the previous category confidently then ask questions relating to the pupil's immediate surroundings/ environment.

Can you tell me what you like doing at home/after school?

What is your favourite food?

What did you do after you got out of bed this morning?
What do you like watching on TV?
What is your favourite game? Can you tell me how to play it?
What did/will you do in the school holidays?

What do you want to be when you grow up?


If pupil is able to answer questions from the previous category confidently then ask questions relating to school and wider environment. Examples below:

How do you come to school everyday?

What sort of things do you do in your class?

What do you like the best?
What do you think you are good at?

What did you do at playtime?

Do you take a reading book home? What is it about?

Could you tell me how to get to your house from school?

Can you tell me what you do on Eid/ Christmas/ Divali day?
