Modules 1 – 3: 

• Key curriculum principles for embedding representation, including pupil audit tools and art-
based examples and resources. 

• Exploration of ‘race’ and racism in-depth, empowering participants to engage in discussions on 
these topics confidently. 

• A framework for racial literacy in the primary curriculum, emphasising key themes and age-
appropriate progression. 

 
Tuesday 25th March 4 – 6pm via Zoom 
Module 4: 

• Diverse artists and arts projects for primary arts education, to help students develop critical 
evaluative skills.
