Support for children
· Two EAL Teaching Assistants provide support for children. 

The EAL TAs can offer the following forms of support:

· Classroom support for recently arrived EAL learners speaking any language

· Bilingual classroom support for Arabic and Polish speaking pupils

· Initial assessments of children recently arrived in the UK

· ‘Racing to English’ intervention sessions

· Talking Partners intervention programme for primary school pupils – which supports the development of oral language skills required for academic success

For groups of pupils aged 4 - 11 who:
