Insurance
e Please note Wokingham Borough Council don’t provide insurance cover for these devices. Foster
Carers/Care Leavers may wish to consider making their own arrangements to insure the device, e.g.
as part of the household contents policy.

The current list of devices is shown on the next page. Note that since models change, the actual
device supplied may be different, but wherever possible it will be of a similar type and specification.
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Option 1: Medium format 14”/15” Windows laptop

Suitable for general purpose use for leisure, internet browsing,
homework, school/college work, etc.

e Medium format laptop, typically with 14” to 15” screen

e QOperating System: Windows

e Provided with Microsoft Office and carry case

e Note that this Option 1 model has a higher specification than the
Option 2 and 3 models (more powerful processor, more memory, etc) and a larger screen.

Most young people opt for the Option 1 laptop as it is often the most appropriate device to support
schoolwork, online tuition etc. Our supplier aims to keep these laptops in stock, so they can often be provided
fairly quickly. The other devices below will need to be ordered specially and will take longer to arrive.

Option 2: Small touchscreen convertible Windows laptop/tablet
Suitable for general purpose use for leisure, internet browsing, homework, etc including as a tablet.

e Screen Size: small screen (e.g. 11”)

e Operating System: Windows

Option 3: Apple iPad
Suitable for general purpose use for leisure, internet browsing, etc where
significant document creation is not required. Note that if young people will
need to access online tuition, they should request a Windows laptop and not an
Apple iPad.

e Screen Size: 9” to 11” (depending on current model)

e Operating System Apple 10S

e Provided with Bluetooth keyboard
